Tombeau Samuel is a 31 year-old engineer. 

Tombea Chrisnor  is a 27 year  old electr ic engi-

neer. Tombeau Jonas is a 24 year old economist. 

These are three brothers from Soley 9 in Brooklyn 

who studied at the State University. They have 

great talent in many subjects, and they understand 

the value of education. But having grown up in 

Cite Soleil, they also understand the challenges 

young people face in getting a good education, 

especially in the State schools where there are fre-

quent teacher strikes. 

In 2000, the Tombeau family formed Tou Gol as a 

free after-school tutoring service to help students 

in Cite Soleil prepare for their exams. Every year, 

they have 400 students taking lessons from them 

for the months of April, May, June, and July.. Eve-

ry Saturday they assemble a team  of other stu-

dents who’ve passed State Exams at the Lycee 

Nationale de Cite Soleil, and collectively they give 

the lessons. They do such good work that students 

come from all over—including outside of Cite 

Soleil—to attend these lessons. This helps dimin-

ish the stigma attached to Cite Soleil. 

 Louis Geleste has been an active presence in 3BB 

for over a decade. He helped to found the organiza-

tion ENFANT in 2007, with a mission to support 

children of all ages in the neighborhood. They have 

a diverse set of educational, cultural, and civic activ-

ities to engage young people in the area and help 

them grow up to be good citizens. 

This year, Louis was responsible for starting the 

Miss Soley competition, which looked to highlight 

examples of young women in the community who 

were model citizens. He recognized that girls were 

being left out of many youth-oriented activities in 

Cite Soleil, and so launched this competition as a 

platform for girls and young women in the commu-

nity.  

Louis was also an early member of La Difference, 

which is a neighborhood that stands as a model for 

all of Cite Soleil. His efforts have been an important 

part of creating a safe space for children in the com-

munity.

Cle 

D’Or has quickly become an active presence in 

Boston, working with children and youth in the 

community.

He has dedicated himself to creating a 

green space in Cite Lumiere, and turning his neigh-

borhood into a model for others to follow, just like 

his neighbors in La Difference. 

Junior decided that in order to accomplish this vi-

sion, he had to establish his own organization. So 

he helped to found OJNVACS in 2014, and they 

have been active in trying to create a sense of so-

cial responsibility in his community.
